Schedule 1
Special Terms

For the purposes of the Project and the Grant, the terms of this Agreement shall prevail over any other terms and conditions issued by the British Council (whether on a purchase order or otherwise).

The British Council awards the Grant for the purposes of the Going Global Partnerships, Mauritius programme as more fully described in the Project Proposal (Schedule 2) (the “Project”).
The Recipient will carry out the Project in collaboration with San Gabriel Technical College, Port Louis, Mauritius (the “Project Partner"), as detailed in the Project Proposal (Schedule 2).
The Recipient will deliver the Project and manage the Grant, including where relevant, disbursing the Grant to the Project Partner and any other Sub-Grantees in accordance with the Project Proposal detailed in Schedule 2 of this Agreement.
Commencement and Duration
This Agreement shall come into force on 1 December 2025 and shall continue in full force and effect until 31 December 2026 (the “Term”).
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary elsewhere in this Agreement, the British Council shall be entitled to terminate this Agreement by serving not less 30 days’ written notice on the Recipient.
The Grant 
The amount of the grant awarded to the Recipient is £30,000 (the “Grant”).

Schedule 2
Project Proposal
Mauritius has embarked on an ambitious transition towards a circular economy, recognising the potential to reduce resource dependency, create green jobs, and enhance climate resilience. 
The national Circular Economy Roadmap sets out a clear vision for 2033, and places education at the heart of this transformation. As a member of the Circular Economy Steering Group, the British Council is committed to supporting the Government of Mauritius in achieving this goal. 
We are now seeking a UK-based skills organisation or consortium to partner on an innovative pilot project aimed at embedding circular economy education within the TVET system in Mauritius.
The initiative responds directly to the roadmap’s Key Project KP65: Mandatory circular economy education in TVET courses and will focus on the Mobility and Logistics sector, in line with action P40: Devise efficient waste management schemes for end-of-life vehicles (ELVs), waste batteries and waste tyres.
Project Objectives
The partnership will:
· Pilot localised circular economy modules that can be embedded in existing TVET courses in Mobility and Logistics sector. Partners will jointly select the course/training programme in which to pilot the new modules. 
· Deliver a Train-the-Trainer (ToT) programme to a cohort of master trainers from the partner college(s)
Role scope:
The selected UK partner will:
· Lead the development and localisation of circular economy modules to be embedded into technical vocational training courses in the mobility and logistics sector 
· Delivery of a train the trainer activity for TVET staff in the partner institution(s)
· Provide advice and guidance on quality assurance and assessment 

In Mauritius, the partnership will be led by the Mauritius Institute of Training and Development (MITD), with input and support where required from colleagues in the Circular Economy Steering Committee.

“Brand Identity Guidelines” means the visual identity and branding guidelines and instructions applicable to all Project activity as detailed in Schedule 8;
“Confidential Information” means any information which has been designated as confidential by either party in writing or that ought to be considered as confidential (however it is conveyed or on whatever media it is stored) including information which relates to the business, affairs, finances, properties, assets, trading practices, developments, trade secrets, Intellectual Property Rights, know-how, personnel, and customers of the British Council or the Recipient (as the case may be) and all personal data and special categories of personal data within the meaning of the Data Protection Legislation;
“Control” means the ability to direct the affairs of another party whether by virtue of the ownership of shares, contract or otherwise (and “Controlled” shall be construed accordingly);
“Environmental Information Regulations” means the Environmental Information Regulations 2004;
“Equality Legislation” means any and all legislation, applicable guidance and statutory codes of practice relating to diversity, equality, non-discrimination and human rights as may be in force from time to time in England and Wales or in any other territory in which, or in respect of which, the Project relates;
“FOIA” means the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and any subordinate legislation made under that Act from time to time together with any guidance and/or codes of practice issued by the Information Commissioner in relation to such legislation;
“Force Majeure Event” means an act, event, omission or accident beyond the reasonable control of the affected party which was not reasonably foreseeable and which is not attributable to any wilful act, neglect or failure to take reasonable preventative action by that party, including (insofar as beyond such control but without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing expression) strikes, lock-outs or other industrial disputes, failure of a utility service or transport network, act of God, war, riot, civil commotion, malicious damage, volcanic ash, earthquake, explosion, terrorist act, epidemic, pandemic or other spread of infectious disease or the imposition of any measures to prevent the spread of disease, nuclear, chemical or biological contamination, compliance with any law or governmental order, rule, regulation or direction, accident, breakdown of plant or machinery, fire, flood or storm;
“Funder Agreement” means the agreement (if any) between the Funder (if any) and the British Council relating to the provision of the funding out of which the Grant is made;
“Funder Requirements” means the specific requirements of the Funder (if any), including the terms of the Funder Agreement, notified to the Recipient in writing (including, without limitation, by means of email or any website or extranet);
“Information Disclosure Requirements” means the requirements to disclose information under:
(a)	the FOIA;  
(b)	the Environmental Information Regulations; and
(c)	any applicable codes of practice issued under the FOIA;
“Intellectual Property Rights” means any copyright and related rights, patents, rights to inventions, registered designs, database rights, design rights, topography rights, trade marks, service marks, trade names and domain names, trade secrets, rights in unpatented know-how, rights of confidence and any other intellectual or industrial property rights of any nature including all applications (or rights to apply) for, and renewals or extensions of such rights and all similar or equivalent rights or forms of protection which subsist or will subsist now or in the future in any part of the world;
“Recipient’s Team” means the Recipient and, where applicable, any Relevant Person, and all other employees, consultants, agents and sub-contractors and any other person, organisation, company, or other third-party representatives which the Recipient engages in any way in relation to the Project;
“Relevant Person” means any individual employed or engaged by the Recipient and involved in the Project, or any agent or contractor or sub-contractor of the Recipient who is involved in the Project; and
“Request for Information” means a request for information (as defined in FOIA) relating to or connected with this Agreement or the British Council more generally or any apparent request for such information under the Information Disclosure Requirements.
In this Agreement:
any headings in this Agreement shall not affect the interpretation of this Agreement;
a reference to a statute or statutory provision is (unless otherwise stated) a reference to the applicable UK statute as it is in force for the time being, taking account of any amendment, extension, or re-enactment and includes any subordinate legislation for the time being in force made under it;
where the words “include(s)” or “including” are used in this Agreement, they are deemed to have the words “without limitation” following them, and are illustrative and shall not limit the sense of the words preceding them; 
[bookmark: _Ref389382618]without prejudice to clause 1.2.5, except where the context requires otherwise, references to:
services being provided to, or other activities being provided for, the British Council;
any benefits, warranties, indemnities, rights and/or licences granted or provided to the British Council; and
the business, operations, customers, assets, Intellectual Property Rights, agreements or other property of the British Council,
shall be deemed to be references to such services, activities, benefits, warranties, indemnities, rights and/or licences being provided to, or property belonging to, each of the British Council and the British Council Entities and this Agreement is intended to be enforceable by each of the British Council Entities; 
[bookmark: _Ref389378533]obligations of the British Council shall not be interpreted as obligations of any of the British Council Entities; and
where this Agreement has been translated into a language other than the English language, the English language version shall prevail.

The Recipient warrants that the information given to the British Council in connection with the Project Proposal is true and acknowledges that the British Council awards the Grant on this basis.
The Recipient shall apply the Grant solely and exclusively for the purposes of funding the Project.  The Recipient agrees to reimburse the British Council in full if the Grant is not used for this purpose.
The Recipient confirms that the Project and the award of the Grant to it shall not breach any applicable State subsidy control rules.
The Recipient shall notify the British Council in writing of any amount of other funding including other public sector funding (if any) and/or guarantees secured by or offered to it for any purpose related to the Project as soon as it is approved.
The Recipient shall deliver the Project with (i) reasonable skill and care and to the highest professional standards (ii) in compliance at all times with the terms of this Agreement (and, in particular, the Special Terms (Schedule 1) and the Project Proposal (Schedule 2)), the reasonable instructions of the British Council and all applicable regulations and legislation in force from time to time.  The Recipient shall allocate sufficient resources to enable it to comply with its obligations under this Agreement.
The Recipient shall comply with, and complete and return any forms or reports from time to time required by, the British Council Requirements and/or the Eligibility Criteria.
The Recipient shall comply with the Funder Requirements (if any) and shall do nothing to put the British Council in breach of the Funder Requirements (if any).
The Recipient shall not at any time do or say anything which damages or which could reasonably be expected to damage the interests or reputation of the British Council or the Funder (if any) or their respective officers, employees, agents or contractors.
The Recipient shall keep full and proper accounts and records of income and expenditure with regard to the Project and the British Council shall be entitled to receive copies of all information reasonably required on request (including, without limitation, bank statements, receipts and vouchers for expenditure incurred) and to audit the administration by the Recipient of the Grant and the Project.
Where the British Council and/or the Funder requires more information or considers that any report and/or other documentation is not acceptable, or where the British Council and/or the Funder believes that the performance of the activity undertaken is not in accordance with this Agreement, the British Council shall provide sufficient details to the Recipient to enable it to rectify the situation.  The British Council reserves the right to suspend or terminate (as the case may be) the Project and the Agreement in the event that the Recipient is not able to rectify the situation to the satisfaction of the British Council (and/or the Funder). 
The Recipient undertakes to work with the British Council to monitor and evaluate progress made towards achieving the Project through regular communication, face to face meetings if required and progress reports and agrees to provide any relevant information related to the activities detailed in the Project Proposal as and when requested.
The Recipient shall comply with all applicable legislation and codes of practice relating to child protection and the promotion of the welfare of children in force in England and Wales and any other territory in which the Project takes place or to which the Project relates.
The Recipient shall use its reasonable endeavours to ensure that it does not become involved in any conflict of interests between the interests of the British Council and/or the Funder and the interests of the Recipient itself or any client of the Recipient.  The Recipient shall notify the British Council in writing as soon as is practically possible of any potential conflict of interests and shall follow the British Council’s reasonable instructions to avoid, or bring to an end, any conflict of interests.  In the event that a conflict of interests does arise, the British Council shall be entitled to terminate this Agreement on immediate written notice.
Capital Assets
A “Capital Asset” means any item of equipment or other asset costing £500 (five hundred pounds) (excluding VAT) or more which, on the date of purchase, has a useful life of more than one year and is purchased wholly or partly out of the Grant.
[bookmark: _Ref276134692]The Recipient shall obtain the prior written consent of the British Council (and, where applicable, the Funder) before purchasing any Capital Asset.
Subject to clause 3.2, the Recipient shall advise the British Council in writing of the purchase of any Capital Asset and shall advise the British Council of its date of purchase, its purchase price (excluding VAT), its location and details of anyone else having an interest in the Capital Asset.
The Recipient shall not dispose of any Capital Asset without the British Council’s prior written consent.  The British Council may require the sale of any Capital Asset at open market value and may also require payment to the British Council of a share of the net proceeds of sale in proportion to the amount of Grant contributed to its purchase.
Withholding, Reduction and Repayment of the Grant
The British Council may (and may be obliged by the Funder to) reduce, withhold or claim a repayment (in full or in part) of the Grant if:
the Recipient fails to comply with the terms of this Agreement;
the Recipient breaches the warranty in clause 4.2 of Schedule 1;
the Recipient makes a change to the Project which the British Council and/or the Funder has not approved;
the Recipient attempts to dispose of a Capital Asset without the British Council’s prior written consent;
there is any financial irregularity or fraud in the operation of the Project;
there has been any overpayment of the Grant;  or
the Funder reduces the amount of funding available, withdraws funding or demands repayment of any part of the Grant.
[bookmark: _Ref277766799]The British Council will notify the Recipient in writing of any decision it (or the Funder) takes to reduce, withhold or claim a repayment of the Grant or any part of it and will, if appropriate, arrange a meeting with the Recipient to discuss the consequences of such decision.
If the British Council demands repayment of the Grant or any part of it, the Recipient shall make repayment within 30 days.
The Grant is fully inclusive of any and all taxes that may be payable in connection with the award, receipt or use of the Grant.  The Recipient will deduct any such taxes out of the Grant and in no circumstances shall the British Council be required to pay any additional sums in respect of such taxes.  In the event that the British Council is required by the laws or regulations of any applicable jurisdiction to deduct any withholding tax or similar taxes from the Grant, the British Council shall deduct and account for such taxes before paying the remainder of the Grant to the Recipient and shall notify the Recipient in writing of all such sums properly deducted.
Change Control
If the Recipient wishes to change the scope of the Project, it shall submit details of the requested change to the British Council in writing and such change shall only be implemented if agreed in accordance with the remainder of this clause.
If the Recipient requests a change to the scope of the Project, it shall send such request to the British Council in writing, accompanied by a written statement of the following matters:
the likely time required to implement the change;
any foreseeable impact that the proposed change may have on the Recipient’s compliance with the Eligibility Criteria;  
any other impact of the proposed change on the terms of this Agreement; and

If the British Council allows the Recipient to proceed with the change, the Recipient shall do so, following a variation of this Agreement in writing reflecting the agreed change in accordance with clause 21.
Intellectual Property Rights
All Intellectual Property Rights shall remain the exclusive property of the party owning it. [bookmark: _Ref290998444][bookmark: _Ref293665941][bookmark: _Ref508704989]In the event that any claim or dispute arises out of or in connection with this Agreement, the parties shall, following service of written notice by one party on the other, attempt to resolve amicably by way of good faith negotiations and discussions any such dispute or claim as soon as reasonably practicable (and in any event within 14 calendar days after such notice or by such later date as the parties may otherwise agree in writing).  If the parties are unable to resolve the dispute or claim in accordance with this clause 28.3, either party may commence proceedings in accordance with clause 28.2.
Nothing in this clause 28 shall prevent either party from applying at any time to the court for injunctive relief on the grounds of infringement, or threatened infringement, of the other party's obligations of confidentiality contained in this Agreement or infringement, or threatened infringement, of the applicant's Intellectual Property Rights.

Schedule 5
Guidelines for Applicants
Eligible and ineligible costs  
 
Eligible costs 
 
The following costs are eligible for funding: 
 
· Travel: Travel (economy class) and subsistence costs to the UK/partner country, visa fees, vaccinations, quarantine costs (not exceeding GBP800 per person for 14 days), medical and travel insurance, and roaming charges during travel essential to the project, to the UK and partner country. The maximum number of staff travelling on any visit covered by the grant is four, guided by the cost of travel when booking. 
· Local travel in the UK and overseas (public transport to and from the airport and for meetings/visits is encouraged where possible). 
· Reasonable accommodation and subsistence costs for staff when visiting their partner organisation in the UK or overseas 
· Staff costs for personnel working directly on the grant-funded project limited to 30% of the grant to be awarded. 
· Reasonable hospitality costs (excluding self-entertaining costs). 
· Reasonable production costs (such as for the development of materials but excluding time spent by staff in relation thereto). 
· Essential equipment for use in the project including consumables, specialist software licences essential to the collaboration, access fees for facilities or library services. Equipment must be essential to project delivery and beyond the scope of institutional provision. 
· Cost of meetings, training events, workshops, public engagement events, and seminars integral to the proposal. Translation and interpreter fees. 
· Publication costs directly related to the collaboration, including web page development by external providers, if appropriate. Open access publication is encouraged. 
· Online platform and relevant costs for digital delivery can be included. 
· Attendance at conferences or other events in the UK, partner countries, or virtual events to present the outputs and outcomes of the project. 
· Any other costs deriving directly from the requirements of the Agreement shall be negotiated with the British Council. These shall not include purchase of equipment. The purchase of software might be eligible only when approved in advanced by the British Council. This shall depend on the rationale and clear written justification showing that it is essential to carry out the Project. 
· All the foregoing activities must be directly related to the development and delivery of the agreed project. Partners will be asked to provide the British Council with information on expenditure, supported by receipts for monitoring and auditing purposes.  

Ineligible costs 
 
The following costs are ineligible for funding: 
 
· Promotional activities solely concerned with the recruitment of overseas students. 
· Institutional overheads including administration fees and other indirect costs. 
· Purchase or rental of standard office equipment (except specialist equipment essential to the research). This includes IT hardware – laptops, personal computers, tablets, smartphones, Mac workstations, computer parts and peripherals, etc. Any standard hardware routinely used by researchers and academics will not be funded. 
· Office software and office equipment including desks, chairs, filing cabinets, photocopiers, printers, and fax machines. 
· Mobile phone costs including rental or purchase, and monthly phone bills. 
· Exchange rate costs/losses and other banking-related costs. 
· IP costs, patent, copyright, licensing, or other IP-related costs. 
· Costs relating to the construction, procurement, or rental of physical infrastructure (e.g., office buildings, laboratory facilities). Rooms and facilities essential for routine collaboration are provided as an in-kind contribution by participating institutions. These can be detailed as an in- kind contribution in the budget breakdown. 
· Entertainment costs such as gifts, alcohol, restaurant bills, or hospitality costs for personnel not directly participating in the project, excessive restaurant costs, and excessive taxi fares. 
· No profit or fees must be charged to the grant.

We also recommend passing this guidance on to your press/communications department, to ensure it is followed in any external communications activity. 

The ‘Funded by’ descriptor logo 
All externally circulated materials and documentation produced through the partnership should display the ‘Funded by’ British Council descriptor logo, to acknowledge support from the British Council. 
You should have received this logo as an attachment to this grant agreement. If you need the logo to be resent, please contact GoingGlobalPartnerships@britishcouncil.org. 
Always use the indigo version of the logo on lighter backgrounds. On darker backgrounds use the white version of the logo.  
Please follow the minimum sizes: 
1. Minimum size print: 28mm wide 
2. Minimum size digital: 60px wide 
Also ensure there is a clear space around the logo – we recommend the width of the two circles. 

Standard messages 
All externally circulated materials, documentation and communications messages carried out through your partnership should including one of the following messages to acknowledge British Council support. 

Where space is limited (posters, invitations, certificates): 
Supported by funding from the British Council’s Going Global Partnerships programme. 

Where space isn’t limited (websites, programme booklets, reports, presentations):
